
earned a doctorate in social 

welfare from the University 

of Kansas.  For the next two 

years she provided mental 

health services in hospital 

and outpatient settings. 

 

Marilyn was hired in 1997 to 

become the second Executive 

Director of the Marian 

Clinic.  “I really got excited 

about this job,” she said, 

“because I wanted to help 

people in need.  I liked 

partnering with the Sisters of 

Charity and this was a way 

to continue their vision.” 

 

Marilyn cites the increased 

need as the biggest change 

that has occurred since 1997 

(a 12%+ increase in patients 

in the last two years alone) 

as well as the tremendous 

growth of dental patients.    

Finding operating capital 

remains the Clinic’s biggest 

challenge.   

 

“Since our clients are 

obviously not  wealthy, we 

rely on the  generosity of the 

public, which is not always 

consistent, as witnessed by 

the current economy.”

Center in Santa Monica, 

California for two years, she 

returned to Topeka as the 

Clinical Director of Catholic 

Social Services for eight 

years.  In 1995 Marilyn 

Good-bye to a good friend. 
Asked about her 

accomplishments, Marilyn 

stated, “I feel good about 

growing the Clinic from a 

small agency to a rather 

substantial one.  Marian 

Clinic is a resource for 

people who have gotten 

beaten down in life.

I 

know we’ve saved people’s 

lives that would not have 

received care otherwise.”   

 

She added, “We never had 

to recruit volunteer doctors 

and nurses, because they 

recruited themselves when 

the Clinic had a need.  It’s a 

real gift, to have worked 

with such wonderful and 

generous volunteers and 

dedicated staff.”
